essay (one entry per person) (b) no longer than 750 words (c) 
written solely by the entrant (d) not previously published (e) nor in 
conflict with trademark, copyright, rights of privacy, rights of publicity 
or any other rights, of any kind or nature, of any other person or 
entity; (f) which does not include any language or other content that 
is indecent or inappropriate as determined by the City of Lyons (g) 
accompanied by a completed RELEASE AGREEMENT. Entries not 
satisfying these criteria in any respect will be disqualified.  

● E-mailed entries will not be accepted.  
● By entering this competition, winners agree to give the City of Lyons 

the non- exclusive right to publish their entry, or any modifications of 
their entry, in any form of publication.
